Students will read, discuss and analyze plays from the golden age of Greece to the present.

C. Students will learn styles for different genre of plays
D. Students will learn to analyze plays using the Freytag Pyramid

The Norton Anthology of Drama- Shorter Version- Gainor, Garner, Puchner
COURSE REQUIREMENTS
The course will require students to read, discuss and to think critically about the theme, plot and action in a play.  They will be required to participate in a lively discussion and present one presentation on a playwright of the professors choice.  They will be required to read one paly from outside the required playlist (in the anthology) and present a final paper discussing the format and intent of the playwright.

Instructional time includes a 3-hour final exam. Outof-class work includes homework and preparation for exams and quizzes and is estimated at around 300 minutes per week (75 hours for the semester).
