General Course Purpose:  The purpose of this course is to introduce students to the archetypal motifs, characters and stories in the literary works of writers from the following periods: the Ancient World, the Middle Ages, and the Renaissance.

5. Analyze different works in terms of literary terms. ((RSLO2) 
Graded Activities

Attendance:  You will be graded on your attendance.  You will be allowed 3 unexcused absences.  After that, you will lose 10 points per absence for each day you miss class.  If you miss class due to a Reinhardt sanctioned event, you will be allowed to make up any missed work, and points will not be deducted from this grade unless your absences are excessive. (Note:  Missing class due to the practice of a sport is considered excused, but must be verified by the coach.)
Participation: This grade will be based on your contributions to class discussions.  Participating will make the class more enjoyable and more beneficial in your learning.  That’s the fun part of a literature class, talking about the reading.   
To ensure you get an opportunity to participate and share your thoughts on the reading, you may respond to short essay questions in class.  These topics relate in some way to the material that we will be studying.   You will have a free day before the test to use for participation.  On this day you will come to class and answer a short essay question.  This participation grade will only be earned in class.  No grade will be earned through submission online.  You must be in class on that day to receive participation credit.  No exceptions.  This is an optional opportunity and you are not required to come to class to answer any questions.  However, doing so will give you the possibility to earn up to 25 points toward your participation grade.  These questions can only be written IN CLASS.  
As for grading, you will not receive a grade for participation until the end of the semester.  You can earn a total of 100 points (with the possibility of earning more if your response is well written, original, and relates well to the reading) on the questions and then make more points in class discussions.  All work must be your own.  No outside research is required or acceptable.  Those who do not answer any questions will receive at most a 25 on your participation grade.  I recommend you try to come to class on the assigned days and answer a few of these questions.  
Tests:   You will be tested on your knowledge of the reading through in-class tests made up of multiple choice, short answer and short essay questions. These tests will cover lectures from the reading covered in class with the Powerpoints and class discussions.   
Grading System:

Course Requirements
Canvas and Outlook: Canvas will be used for providing you with the syllabus, the schedule, modules with daily activities, study guides and access to PowerPoints.  Study guides are located in the files in Canvas and PowerPoints are located there as well.  Although you will be able to get the material for the study guides from the PowerPoints in class, the PowerPoints will not be available after one week from the day they are presented.  Therefore, you should fill out study guides and take notes during our class meetings or you should print/copy the PowerPoint during the week of our discussion.  You will also find your grades on Canvas. If you need to reach me, Outlook is the best way.  I often do not look at my inbox in Canvas.  I’m just more used to Outlook. 

NOTE:  You should check Outlook often in case there are announcements or changes to due dates or assignments.  The class is fluid and changes could occur depending on the progression of class discussion. 
Study Guides: For PowerPoints and reading assignments, there are study guides (located in the files) that you can print off or save on your computer to use to take notes. You are not graded on them, but I strongly recommend that you use them since my lecture will often provide material that answers the questions they raise.  For example, there are over 50+ plot questions on Oedipus the King that I will answer in class discussion and that help you to understand the reading.  Material answered in these study guides will be the material that is used to comprise your tests.  Take notes in class so you have them to study from for your tests.
Reading: Unless specified otherwise, all assignments are to be read prior to class since lecture, discussion and your participation grade will be based on the reading.
Class Guidelines 
Mask Policy: As of now, we will not be wearing masks in class.  However, I am in a high-risk category.  Therefore, it Covid starts to rise or new variants are found, it make be possible that I require masks in class.  If you are not or cannot abide by this possibility, then you should drop the class.  If for some reason I have to miss class, we will shift to an online format while I am out.  But, this is an on-campus class and will be taught as such.  I will not run an online version and an in-class version at the same time.  If you are going to be absent, it’s your job to get the missed material from someone in the class.
Note:  As the professor of this class, I do have the authority to maintain the integrity and safety of this class and its policies and I will exercise that authority when needed. This includes having a mask mandate.

Class Behavior:
